A minimum standard of 350N/CEN1 mask (with backstrap), jacket and breeches and 800N/CEN2 underplastron is obligatory, as are long socks.
No weapons or equipment will be available for hire or loan on the day. 
An armoury service will be available. Charges for repairs/maintenance will be made. 
Format
Poules followed by direct elimination. Subject to numbers, poules may be of mixed sex but only same sex results will be used for seeding direct elimination.

Electronic scoring apparatus will be used throughout. Please bring the correct equipment – if in doubt ask your coach!
