Upcoming Adult Competitions in 2012 suitable for Intermediate Fencers (13+):

14th /15th January Cambridge – why? A small-ish but friendly competition, not too far away, good for initial experience of an Open.

11th February Regional Intermediates’ Competition– why? Because it’s on home turf in our salle and entry is restricted by experience (must have been fencing three years or less), therefore the small field is much more even.

25th  February Keele University Open – why? Again, small-ish, friendly Open. Good general experience

3rd /4th March Nottingham Open – why? It’s on the doorstep (Harvey Hadden Sports Centre, Bilborough) and it is one of the more well-attended Opens with some top class fencers. Experience fencing some of the best in the country – no worries if you take an early shower – you haven’t travelled far but think of the experience you will have gained!

Upcoming Adult Competitions in 2012 suitable for Beginners (13+)

11th February Regional Beginners’ and Intermediates’ Competition – why? It’s here at HP and you get two competitions in one day. If you’ve been fencing less than 18 months you are classed as a beginner and since by definition you will automatically have been fencing less than three years, you qualify as an intermediate as well! Go for the stretch, enter both! A great way to get an initial experience of competition other than in the club.

For those ‘Adults’ of 13 to 16:

12th February Sherwood Foil, part of the Leon Paul Junior Series of competitions that take place around the country, the Sherwood Foil is held in Nottingham, organised by age-group.

TBA BYC Regional Qualifier – try your hand for a chance at going through to the British Youth Championship Finals to be held 4th/5th/6th May.
